Welcome to the current season of piano lessons.

This should answer some of your questions for the upcoming season.                                            
 The non-refundable payment tuition is due the first lesson of each month. If for some reason you don’t make it to the first lesson of the month you may mail your full monthly payment to my house 
Missed and Make up Lessons

Any cancellation must be made within 24 hours of scheduled lesson. No more then one lesson per the month may be cancelled and rescheduled. This credit can’t be used for any other reason but sickness. Make up lessons must fit into instructor’s schedule. Make up lessons will not be rescheduled. Repeated cancellation, refusal to pay the full amount due, withholding payment for any reason, constitute reason for termination by the teacher.
Students who miss more then 1 month vocation in summer are subject to new schedule and rates as new students. 
 Monthly rate payment is the same each month regardless of how many lessons are received. For instance, you may receive five lessons in one month, but only three in December, depending on the calendar. 

Studio will be closed for week of Thanksgiving, Christmas, New-year, spring brake, Memorial Day, Labor Day, and Independence Day.  

Two (2) week notice is required prior to quitting lessons.
Assuring your child’s success in piano education

Successful and satisfying piano study is dependent upon correct and consistent practice habits. In order for students, and the teacher, to experience success, the following are my recommendations:

· Arrange a set time every day for your child to practice and insist on it being kept;

· Provide a practice setting free from distractions (sibling, TV, etc);

· Parents will be allowed to be present during lesson if necessary, by teacher judgment;
· Make sure your child brings all of the correct music and materials to the lesson;

· Make sure your child finishes all assignment and is prepared for each lesson;

· Arrive on time for all lessons and events;

· Keep your child’s nails clipped short.

Recitals, Competitions, Festivals, and Theory Tests

Recitals are held once per year.  Competitions, festivals, and theory tests are offered throughout the year by the music teacher association.  Participation in these events is strongly recommended but not required as they will increase student’s confidence and ability to perform in front of an audience and is an integral part of music education. There will be additional fees for these activities.
